Major projects and tests may be weighted according to twice its point value

LATE / ABSENT WORK POLICY

Homework must be turned in when requested on the due date in order to get full credit for that assignment.

Late work will be accepted for half-credit.

Major Projects will be accepted 1-day late, but grading begins at 50%.

Absences: Students will receive the number of school days absent in order to make up work from those absences.
